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Rock Island County Health Department reports 2 deaths, 93 new cases of COVID-19

The Rock Island County Health Department reports two deaths from COVID-19: a man in his 50s who
passed away at home, and a man in his 60s who had been living in a long-term care facility. The total
number of deaths is now 354.

“We offer our deepest sympathies to the families and friends of both of these residents,” said Nita
Ludwig, administrator of the Rock Island County Health Department.

The health department also reports 93 new cases of COVID-19 since Wednesday. The total number of
cases is now 17,880. Currently, 39 patients are hospitalized in the county with the virus. The average age
of newly infected patients is 41.
