The Rock Island County Health Department reports the COVID-19 death of a man in his 90s who had
been hospitalized. The total number of deaths from the virus is now 376.

“We are saddened to report another death today,” said Nita Ludwig, administrator of the Rock Island
County Health Department. “We offer our heartfelt sympathies to his family and friends.”

In addition, the health department reports 122 cases of COVID-19. The total number of cases is 19,174.
Currently, 25 patients are hospitalized in the county with the virus. The average age of newly infected
patients is 34.
